Extracurricular Culture-oriented Language Arrangement as the
Method of Motivation Improvement

Is it possible 1o keep pupils’ interest to the foreign language during
the whole period of studying? The question of forming and supporting
motivation to studying foreign languages is being widelv discussed in
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methodical literature during the last 15 vears. Educational-cogniti
tivation of younger schoolchildren is determined as their activity-} i
approach to studies, realization of their wish to study well. If a pf
firmly believes in achieving of all his aims, he will have a strong i}
motivation to learn as much as possible and do all his best.

Application of culturally-onented linguistics elements at the!
sons plays a very important role in keeping pupils’ motives to stu
foreign languages. Culturally-oriented linguistics should be the basg
keeping motivation, because it includes two aspects: studying of i
guage and acquaintance with culture and traditions of the studied i
guage country. :

This way, taking into consideration all the existed types of (
we made a choice for extracurricular culturallv-oniented arrangement
develop pupils” motivation of aim and further motivation of success.

Al the first stage the experiment pupils’ motivation was measuf
with such methodics, as N.G. Luskanova's test, G. Shmalt's test i
methodics of time measurement. 42 children took part in the experime
fificen 1" 2™ vear pupils, fifteen 3d vear pupils and twelve 4" year \
pils. At the beginning of the academic Luskanova’s methodics reveal
that 30 % of 1%-2™ year pupils have a high level of motivation to stud
ing foreign language: these children visit the sudies with the inten
have no problems in communication with the teacher and groupmal
tell their parents much about the studies and get disappointed, when
studies are cancelled. 60 % pupils of younger group have a middle loy
of motivation: generally pupils are interested in studies, but sometiny
they have no interest in making hometasks and want their teacher o
less strict to them. 10 % of pupils have a low level of maotivation. 60
3d year pupils have a high level of motivation, 35 % of pupils showed}
middle level of motivation and 5 % of pupils have a low level of moti¥
tion. 60 % of 4" year pupils have a high level of motivation, middle gt
low levels of motivation both succeeded 20 %,
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According to G. Shmalt's methodics, at the beginning of the aca-
demic vear only 27 % of 1™ 2™ vear pupils had an evident motivation of
suceess in such spheres as studies, music and instrumental-manipulative
activity. The rest 73 % of pupils had a motivation to avoiding fails. 52 %
ol 3d vear pupils had a high level of success motivation in such spheres
aw instrumental-manipulative activity, studies, sport and helping. 67 % of
4" year pupils had a high level of success motivation in studies, instru-
mental-manipulative activity, helping and self-realization. According to
the methodology «Time measurements, at the begimning of the academic
vear most of 1%-2 year pupils «underestimated» time at the lesson: for
example, when from the beginning of the lesson 13 minutes are gone, it
seemed for pupils as just 7 minutes are gone. 3d year pupils perceived
time at the lesson almost in the same way, but there were some cases of
woverestimation» the time: some pupils thought that instead of 13 min-
utes of the lesson 20 minutes had gone. Perception of time at the lesson
among 4" year pupils was subdivided: hall of the pupils felt that time at
ihe lesson goes fast, and another half of pupils thought another way.

This way, following positive dynamics in expenimental pupils’
proups, we may come to conclusion, that extracurnicular culturally-
onented linguistic arrangements really improve children’s motivation to
siudving foreign languages. They form children’s aim and success moti-
vation. Conduction of such arrangements is being planned also with 4™
vear pupils group next academic year.
